Risk Management Framework
Category 1 – Minimal risk of exploitation		Vulnerable child
Category 2 - Emerging risk of exploitation	Vulnerable child with one or two risk indicators present
Category 3 – Significant risk of exploitation 	Vulnerable child with a number of risk indicators present 
Category 4 – Experiencing risk of exploitation 	Vulnerable child with multiple risk indicators present 

Situations identified as Significant or Experiencing Exploitation should lead to a referral to Children’s Social Care. In these circumstances the Referrals Procedure must be followed.

Where professionals have concerns that a child/young person may be being exploited they should take immediate action to ensure the child/young person is safeguarded.
